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I. Introduction.

III. Trying to live the Christian life will end in failure.  

IV. God gives the believer power over sin. (Ephesians 1)

bought by Jesus.

2. We are reconciled by Jesus death so that we can be saved by Jesus’ life. (Romans 5:10)
